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The Doctrine of God
I believe that there is only one triune God who creates, sustains and rules all things by the counsel of His own will.
The Triune Nature of God:
I believe there is only one God (Deut. 6:4; Is 44:6) and that God exists eternally in three distinct Persons - God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit. (Matt. 28:19; 2 Cor. 13:14; John 17:5; Eph. 4:30) All three God Persons are fully united as one in essence, attributes and eternality. (Ex. 3:14; Mic. 5:2; Heb. 9:14) The Persons of the Godhead execute distinct functions in the administration of God’s decrees in a perfectly harmonious way as a result of their total unity. (1 Peter 1:2; 2 Thess. 2:13-14) The Father is the source or initiator (Heb. 1:1-3; John 3:16), the Son is the mediator or redeemer (John 3:16; 1 Tim. 2:5), and the Holy Spirit is the helper or enabler (John 16:7-15; 2 Thess. 2:13). This triune God is fully personal with thoughts and feelings (Gen. 1:26; Gen. 11:7; Ezek. 33:11) and fully spiritual without the need of a physical body. (John 4:24).          
Other Attributes of God:
I believe some attributes of God are absolutely incommunicable while others are communicable. Among His incommunicable attributes are self-existence, i.e. depending on nothing else for existence (John 5:26; Ex. 3:13-14), omnipotence, i.e. being capable of doing whatever He decides to do (Mark 14:36; Matt. 19:26), omniscience, i.e. knowing everything past, present and future (Rev. 5:1; Is. 41:22-23), omnipresence, i.e. being present everywhere anytime (Ps. 139:7-12), eternality, i.e. existing without beginning or end (Ps. 90:2; Ex. 3:14), infinite source of life, i.e. having unlimited amount of life essence for living things (James 1:17; Is. 40: 28-31), immutability, i.e. unchanging in character, purpose and promise and He may change His plans and attitudes as a result of His unchanging character, purpose and promise (James 1:17; 1 Sam. 15: 29 and 36), sovereignty, i.e. not being held accountable by anyone and doing whatever He pleases (Eph. 1:11, Dan. 4:35) 
Among His communicable attributes are holiness, i.e. perfect divine purity (1 Peter 15-16), mercy, i.e. willingness to forgive and give second chances to sinners (Ex. 34:6-7; Ezek. 33:11; Rom. 12:1), benevolence, i.e. desire to do good to people (Acts 14:15-17, James 3:17) truthfulness and faithfulness, i.e. constancy of being honest and trustworthy (Tit. 1:2; Eph. 5:9), righteousness, i.e. absolute justice in punishing and rewarding moral acts (Eph. 5:9; Ex. 20:5-6), righteous wrathfulness, i.e. being wrathful towards evil and evil doers (Rev. 15:1; Eph. 5:6;        2 Cor. 11:2-3), and forbearance, i.e. being slow to anger and patient in waiting (Ex. 34: 6; James 3:17).  believe all the attributes of God are equally fundamental and co-existent with one another in perfect unity. 
The Decree of God the Father
I believe the decree of God made before the foundation of the world will certainly come to pass (Rev. 4:1; Eph. 1:11; Is. 4:27) However, things that God wills to happen according to His precepts may or may not come to pass, depending on how the moral agents, i.e. human beings and/or angels, use their free will. (Gen. 3:11; Jude 1:6) I believe the disobedience of moral agents can never frustrate God’s work in actualizing His decree. (Ps. 2; Gen. 50:20; Rom. 8:28) The ultimate purpose is the glory of God. (Eph. 1:6)
Election

I believe before the creation of the world, God has elected certain individuals to receive every spiritual blessing in Christ. (Eph. 1:3-4; 2Thess. 2:13-14; Rom. 8:29-30) God has unconditionally elected some people according to the counsel of His own will regardless of the individuals’ behaviors. (Rom. 9:11; Acts 9:3-6) I believe God has also elected some people whom He foreknew will receive the blessings in Christ upon the work of the Holy Spirit. (1 Peter 1:2; Acts 16: 13-15) I believe anyone whom God has not elected will remain to be a devil worshipper and won’t be able to enter into fellowship with God. (Acts 13:48; Rev. 13:8; Rev. 21:27)   The ultimate purpose is the glory of God. (Eph. 1:6)
Creation

I believe at a certain point of time God created all physically and spiritually existing things other than Himself, (Col. 1:16) including the invisible and visible universe, the heavens and the earth and all that is in them. (Gen. 1:1; Heb. 1:2) He did it for the purpose of His own glory. (Is. 43:7; Ps. 19:1) Initially creation was ex nihilo, out of nothing physical (Gen. 1: 1; Heb. 11:3). I believe God created everything out of His own essence by His own will and the process of creation is best described to us as “God created the universe by His Word”. (John 1:1-2; Gen. 1:3; Ps. 33:6 and 9) Afterwards, God used existing material to create an inhabitable earth and human beings. (Gen.1:9, Prov. 8:31; Gen. 2: 7)  I believe creation is distinct from God. (2 Peter 3:11-13; Acts 17:24) 
Providence

I believe God the Father will cause all things concerned to work together to actualize His decree including the preservation of elected saints (John 10:22-30; Rom. 8:28) by sustaining all creation (Heb. 1:3) and cooperating with all second causes including appointing agents of government (Gen. 1:28; Luke 4:6; Rom. 13:1-7; Heb. 13:17), judging both human and spiritual rulers and intervening their actions at His own chosen times (Ps. 82; Dan. 2:21), the administration of His Word (2 Tim. 3:16; Is. 55:10-13; Ps. 1: 1-3), responding to prayers (Luke 18:1), and sending His angels, raising up spiritual leaders, sending His own Son and Spirit. (Heb. 1- 2:4)
I believe God does not will all things that actually happen but nothing, including those things against His will, can happen if He decides to stop them. (Matt. 10:24-39; 1 Sam. 12)  I believe whatever action options God brings before a person with foreknowledge of his/her response, it is the person who eventually makes the choice with his/her free will and therefore is held responsible for that. (Gen. 2:16-3:19; Rom. 9:17-22) I believe that the more one prays for the will of God be done, the greater the extent of God’s providence and the more God wills things to happen around him/her. (Ps. 37:23; Ps. 34:7; Matt. 6:9-13; Matt. 10:24-39)
