Times flies and it has been more than five years since I came to know Chow Poh Poh;
During the first few years when she was more active, she enjoyed telling us how she felt proud of her children and grandchildren.

I had the honor of listening to quite many of her sweet memories and of course as you can imagine, many of you had become an everlasting part of her soul.    

She loved playing mahjong and sometimes I brought my own kids to play mahjong with her. She often laughed at us saying that we knew nothing about playing mahjong. She was right.
She smiled when seeing kids around and enjoyed hugging them.
I believe when she held my hand or hug other kids tightly, she thought she was holding your hands or hugging you like what she did in the old days.

I can say that she is a beautiful soul and is a very generous person.

During the first year, she often tried to give us some money and told us not to tell anybody because she thought we were in need of money.

Of course we carefully kept the money and handed it back to her daughter.    

During the first year she was depressed sometimes and asked me if I could pray to God and ask God to take her to heaven. I said it didn’t hurt to ask but it was up to God to decide the time.

Last week I was in Hong Kong attending my father-in-law’s funeral and my father-in-law was 91 years old.

I shared with my family members that it was good to be able to go back to our Heavenly home when our days on earth were done; well done. But it was up to God to determine the time of leaving. I told them that I knew a grandma in Portland who since five years ago had started asking me to pray that she could go to heaven sooner; but she was still there.

Dramatically, Chow Poh Poh went to be with the Lord just the day after I said this.
It was like God was telling me that 

Yes, you are right! This is the best of all the best gifts to be well done with one’s life and be brought back to our heavenly home. And God said, “I have just granted her wish!”
