Dear Brothers and Sisters,
May the peace of the Lord be with you! Jude 1:11:
“Woe to them! They have taken the way of Cain; they have rushed for profit into Balaam’s error; they have been destroyed in Korah’s rebellion.”

This passage brings up three types of people, representing three kinds of wrong paths:

1. Cain killed his brother out of jealously and resentment (Genesis 4:3-4)
2. Balaam continually did things that displeased God out of greed (Numbers 22:1-35)
3. Korah rebelled against God’s appointed leaders out of pride (Numbers 16)

So we see the three types of mistaken paths: the way of “resentment,” the way of “greed,” and the way of “pride.” From time to time, we will also go down these wrong paths, but God came to find us and lead us back to Him through His beloved son. For Jesus Himself said that, “The Son of Man came to seek and to save what was lost” (Luke 19:10).

I believe that we all have relatives or friends who are going through the pain described in Ecclesiastes 2:23: “All his days his work is pain and grief; even at night his mind does not rest.” Let us together pray earnestly for them, that the Father would lead them back to Himself through Christ so that they may enjoy peace and joy. Jesus said, “Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest” (Matthew 11:28).
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
